God Bless Pope Leo XIV 
The new Holy Father offered his first homily on 
May 9, 2025. The following is a beautiful and 
descriptive excerpt:  
"In a particular way, God has called me by your 
election to succeed the Prince of the Apostles, and 
has entrusted this treasure to me so that, with His 
help, I may be its faithful administrator (cf. 1 Cor 

4:2) for the sake of the entire mystical Body of the Church. He has done so in order that she may 
be ever more fully a city set on a hill (cf. Rev 21:10), an ark of salvation sailing through the 
waters of history and a beacon that illumines the dark nights of this world. And this, not so 
much through the magnificence of her structures or the grandeur of her buildings – like the 
monuments among which we find ourselves – but rather through the holiness of her members. 
For we are the people whom God has chosen as his own, so that we may declare the wonderful 
deeds of Him who called us out of darkness into his marvellous light (cf. 1 Pet 2:9)."
