World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly - Sunday July 27th  
The fifth World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly will be 
celebrated this year on Sunday, July 27th 2025. Pope Francis 
instituted this World Day in 2021 to be celebrated by the universal 
Church every July, on or near the liturgical Memorial of Saints Joachim 
and Anne, grandparents of Jesus. This year’s theme is “Blessed are 
those who have not lost hope” (cf. Sir 14:2). 
The first Message of Pope Leo XIV for the World Day for Grandparents 
and the Elderly has been published. The theme of the Message is 

“Blessed are those who have not lost hope (Sir 14:2)” and fits into the context of the Jubilee of 
Hope 2025. In the Message, the Holy Father invites us to recognise the elderly not only as 
recipients of pastoral care, but as witnesses of hope who are active protagonists in the life of the 
Church. 
God “teaches us that, in his eyes, old age is a time of blessing and grace, and that the elderly are, 
for him, the first witnesses of hope.” states Pope Leo XIV in his Message. Pope Leo XIV, in his 
written message on the occasion, reminds us that the Bible abounds with examples of men and 
women “whom the Lord called late in life to play a part in his saving plan.” 
World Day for Grandparents and the Elderly is an excellent opportunity for families and faith 
communities to seek ways to cherish and care for our elders, uplifting them as signs of hope for 
future generations.
