Saint Carlo Acutis Feast Day – October 12th  
The feast day of St. Carlo Acutis, the Italian teenager who died in 2006 and was 
beatified in Assisi in October 2020, has been set for October 12, coinciding with 
the anniversary of his death from fulminant leukemia at the age of 15. 
St. Carlo Acutis is recognized for his deep faith and use of technology to spread 
the message of the Gospel. His life was short, but full of faith. He built websites to 
share Eucharistic miracles. He loved Our Lady, the Roasry, and video games. 
While it can sometimes seem as if saints are a thing of the bygone era, or that they 
do not have modern interests and talents like ours, St. Carlo Acutis shows us that 

saints can be “normal” teenagers with extraordinary faith—even in the Internet age! 
“Let us prepare ourselves to experience something extraordinary in the eternal life.” – St. Carlo Acutis
